a. When there is a naming conflict the name applies to the most recent named value: see (new) Chapter 1 program arith_functions1.html

b. Look at 3 functions in item 6 of index – GlobalChange, moreGlobalChange and Scope_of_Vars


2. Review rounding to get arbitrary intervals

3. Now look at StringMethods, StringCompares and sorting, sorting2 and the array1 thru array4 code
Things to note:
a. If A and B are arrays then A=B makes A another name for B – i.e. not a separate copy of B.

b. If you want a separate copy of B you need to make “a deep copy” (i.e. element by element).

c. length is a property of an array – e.g. A.length

d. sort() is a method of an array – e.g. A.sort() 

e. sort() is a sort-in-place

f. sort() is lexicographic (alphabetical)

g. if you want a better sort (usually) then you need to write your own comparison function and pass it to sort (as an optional parameter)-e.g. A.sort(myCompare)
