	GOAL: Overarching statement describing the purpose and scope of your tutorial
	This tutorial will aid users in distinguishing between popular and scholarly sources of information in a database

	
	

	OBJECTIVES: These are the learning outcomes and describe what changes will occur as a result of taking the tutorial. “At the end of this tutorial the student will be able to…”
	● Users will be able to identify the characteristics of popular sources of information
● Users will be able to identify the characteristics of scholarly sources of information

● Users will be able to judge when using a database whether or not the citation is from a scholarly or popular source

	CONTENT: This is made up of the following two sections.
	

	
	

	CURRICULUM: This is your plan of action. What exactly are you going to teach in this tutorial?
	Users will match given criteria to examples from specific journals to determine which sources would provide the most reliable information for a research question.

	
	

	PEDAGOGY: This section focuses on how you are going to teach your curriculum. What techniques and/or activities will you incorporate in your design?
	Users will be told they need to find information for a five minute speech on the topic of eating disorders. They will be shown a search in a database on this topic and five selected citations. For each citation they will be given the full bibliographic detail in addition to an abstract and the front page image of the journal. For each one they will have to check off given criteria (author’s credentials, potential audience etc). Based on their choice they will see a pop-up window which indicates the appropriateness of their answer and offers remediation if necessary.

	
	

	ASSESSMENT: How will you know your users have achieved the objectives you set out?
	Users will be shown another search from a database on the topic of women and sport. They will be given a list of citations from the search and using a Web form will indicate what type of source each one is and why. Pop up windows will indicate if they are correct.

	
	

	EVALUATION: Has your instructional design worked and fulfilled the original goal?
	Users will be asked to fill out a feedback form which will ask them questions using a 1-5 scale (1 = did not meet expectations, 5 = exceeded expectations) on their experience of online learning. Questions might include: Did this tutorial do a good job of teaching them the difference between scholarly and popular sources? Did online learning work for them?
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
