Developing the YA collection

This collection development project will focus on the essentially non-existent YA non-fiction DVD collection at the Greenfield Public Library. At present, there are a few no teen/YA DVDs but not a separate YA DVD collection. DVDs with YA appeal are currently mixed in with the Adult collection. This project will build the YA nonfiction DVD collection and recommend that the DVDs be cataloged as YA items and moved to teen room. Although Greenfield has a teen/YA room, there is really no weeding required because there are so few non-fiction DVDs with teen appeal.

According to 2006 statistics from the Massachusetts Board of Library Commissioners there are approximately 17,699 people in Greenfield. Total circulation activity for 2006 was 262,910
. The Massachusetts Family Literacy Consortium states that the High School drop out rate in Greenfield is 4.1% and 19.53% of kids live below the poverty level
. 2404 Greenfield Residents are between 10-19 which is 13.3% of the total population. The town is 93% white. There are a total of thirteen schools in Greenfield including six public schools, five private schools and one Charter School
.

The teen room at the Greenfield Public Library is a small room off of the children's room. YA books as well as YA books on cd and playaways are housed in the teen room. Surprisingly, teen DVDs and CDs are not included in the teen room but are mixed in with rest of the collection. Some of the items are cataloged as adult items and others as kids items. Because DVDs that appeal to or are intended for teen use are not marked as such, I had to depend on a visual scan of the nonfiction DVDs in the kids room and adult section for titles that would interest teens. I was able to identify eight nonfiction DVDs that would appeal to teens. All of the items were in excellent condition.

There are many reasons that I chose to develop this part of the YA collection at the Greenfield Public Library. It seemed odd to me that the teen room has media other than books but that it does not have DVDs. Teens are into TV and movies! Currently, there isn't any one staff member assigned to purchasing nonfiction DVDs for teens so doing so seemed like a good use of my time as well as a much needed service to teen library users. Teens shouldn't have to root through the adult section or especially the kids section to find videos that are of interest to them. The aim of this project will be to create a decent starting collection of YA non-fiction DVDs that cover a broad range of topics that are of interest to teens. There were many occasions when a professional review was not available for an item. When that was the case, I looked at user provided reviews on Web sites such as Amazon.

Weeding Notes:

Air Guitar Nation: Although it is a documentary, the fun, eccentric and unusual subject matter will appeal to teens. This DVD is almost new and will be kept in the collection.

Planet Earth (new): No ordinary documentary, this series is a visual spectacle that will appeal to teens who are used to impressive visual effects. This DVD is new and will be kept in the collection.

Bob Marley:Catch a Fire (new) : Bob Marley appeals to many generations of music lovers, including many of today's teens. This documentary will appeal to teens who love music, other cultures, and all things Rasta. This DVD is new and will be kept in the collection.

Meerkat Manor: The Complete 1st Season (new): This DVD would probably appeal to younger and older teens. It is a soap opera of the animal world. This DVD is new and will be kept in the collection.

Mark of Cain (new): This DVD could appeal to teens on multiple levels. Main subject matter includes crime and criminals, tattoos and prison.This DVD is new and will be kept in the collection.

Sicko (new) : Michael Moore's bold style would probably hold the interest of a teen view and get them interested and thinking about the health care system in America. This DVD is new and will be kept in the collection.

Bowling for Columbine (three yrs old but in good condition): Teens can relate to the subject matter (school shootings and violence) in this documentary. Again, Michael Moore's style would appeal to teens. This DVD is in good condition, continues to be very popular and will be kept.

Dixie Chicks: Shut up and Sing (two years old but in good condition): Although Country music might not appeal to many teens, they may be interested in the controversy that was created when the band took an unpopular political position. This item is in good condition and will be kept in the collection. 

Because this collection barely exists and the items that do exist are so new, none of the items need to be updated or replaced.

Items to Add to the Collection:

Teen Yoga with Allie LaForce - Fun fitness video geared towards older teens seemed like a rare find. Most of the adult workout videos would not be interesting to a teen.
