Eurostile
About Eurostile
Eurostile is a sans serif, geometric typeface 
whose rounded square shapes and clean lines 
mimic the technology of the 1950s and early 

60s. Its counters have a rounded rectangular shape, much like 
the shape of space age-style television from the 50s and 60s. 
The clean shapes and mathematical qualities of the letterforms 
make the typeface unique, but not too over-the-top for regular 
use. The relatively uniform line weight also gives it a futuristic 
look. It is often used by companies that fancy themselves new, 
futuristic, or technologically superior.  

Eurostile is generally distinguishable by its rounded rect-
angle counters, but there are some unique letterforms that 
also identify it. A, N, M, W, and V all have flat apexes. The tail 
of the uppercase Q is longer on the inside of the bowl than the 
outside. The diagonal strokes on both uppercase and lower-
case K do not meet the stem of the letter. The lowercase A is a 
two-story design, while the lowercase G is a single-story design. 
Lowercase T is particularly distinctive because its crossbar ex-
tends more on the right side of the vertical stroke, and the tail 
extends to line up with the crossbar. Lowercase F mimics this 
structure. 

It has a wide variety of applications. Its most famous and 
recognizable uses are not concentrated to one particular time 
period or medium. It was used for the 1999 cover art of An-
thony Burgess’ A Clockwork Orange. Subaru uses it in their 
logo and other branding. Other companies like Toshiba and the 
television show Deal or No Deal also use Eurostile. There is a 
common theme: people choose Eurostile because it suggests 
cutting-edge, futuristic use or understanding of technology. 
 

The Making of Eurostile
Novarese and Butti designed an all-caps typeface called Microgramma in the early 1950s. It was 
moderately popular for about ten years. In the early ‘60s, Novarese decided to extend the typeface 
to include a full character set, and Eurostile was created. Microgramma was intended for display 
only, but with the addition of the lowercase characters, it became more suitable for varied use. It 
also has lowercase characters now, which are similar to Eurostile but more extended. 

Aldo Novarese
Eurostile was designed in 1962 
in Turin, Italy by type designer 
and teacher Aldo Novarese. 
He was born July 29, 1920 in 
Pontetura Monteraffo, Italy. He 
studied woodcut, copper en-
graving, and lithography at Scu-
ola Arteri Stampatori in Turin, 
then went on to study at Scuola 
Tipografica Giuseppe Vigliandi 
in Turin. He joined the Nebiolo 
type foundry as a draftsman in 
1938. He also taught at a de-
sign school in Turin for a while 
until he became an art direc-
tor at Nebiolo. Novarese left 
Nebiolo in 1975, and worked 
independently until his death in 
1995. He designed 31 type-
faces in his lifetime. None are 
quite like Eurostile. He designed 
some with colleague Ales-
sandro Butti, but many were 
designed alone.
