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Camera Settings: What not to do

. Using too much in-camera compression to reduce
memory use.

JPEG compression makes your pictures nice and small so
you can fit more on your storage card, but too much
compression can damage them beyond repair. Y our
camera probably offers optionsto let you choose the best
compromise between image quality and file size.

Editing: Crop your photos!

. Cropping is one of the simplest ways to enhance a
photo, yet many people neglect it.

. By cropping your photos, you can remove
unnecessary and potentially distracting el ements
so viewers can focus on the important part of your
picture.

. In addition, cropping can significantly reduce file
size, which isimportant for photos you intend to
post on the Web or send via email.

How to rotate, crop, resize
your images

. Go to the Digital Photos folder in the N: Student
Data drive. (Look in My Computer)

. Open one of the .jpg filesin the folder with the
Adobe Photoshop CS2.

Sharing: Send files via email

There is an easy way of sending your filesvia
email when you are using Windows platform.

Let's see how to do that:

1 Open My Computer and navigate to the folder
containing the pictures you wish to email.

> Inthetoolbar at the top of My Computer, make
sure Search and Folders are not selected so you
can see the tasks panel to the left of thefileslist.

3. In the toolbar at the top of My Computer, make
sure Search and Folders are not selected so you
can see the tasks panel to the left of thefileslist.

4. In the tasks panel, click on E-mail the selected
items under File and Folder Tasks. The Send
Pictures by E-Mail dialog box will appear.

5. Select Make all my pictures smaller.

6. Click Show more options...

7. Choose asize for your pictures.

Some will require your gueststo register & login
to view your photos, some will not

. Almost al of them include an easy way for you to
e-mail your friends with the link

. You can order prints and different projects from al
of them

. Some allow you to order prints & pickup nearby

. Skim terms of service to find out if your account
will be deleted if you don't upload photos for a
whilel

. Allows you to tag photos, create albums, order

prints, make photo CDs

Offline: DIY Systems

. Create afolder structure
- Helpsif it reflects how you have organized your photos
on whatever sharing service you use
- Don't have to rename photos: view thumbnails when
you look at folder contents (View menu)

. Quick & easy
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Offline: DIY Systems - Renaming

. If you prefer to change filenames, choose them
systematically:
- Event & number (SmithWedding_001.jpg)
- Date & number (Oct2006_005.jpg)
. Photos you've taken while out and about — no person, event
- Name, date & letter (Kelly_10102006d.jpg)
. Lots of photos of particular people, no event

. Include something to differentiate photos of same
person/event from one another — number, |etter,
etc.

. Beconsistent!

Back up your photos!

. DON'T SKIP THIS STEP!
- Evenif you upload every single photo to an online
service — probably a hassle to download them all
- Doitregularly
. Right after you move pictures to hard drive
. Or on aset schedule

. Burnto CD
- Windows makes this pretty easy — can usualy do it
right form the folder
- Can aso use software that came with your CD burner
. Moveto separate hard drive
- Can get lots of extra storage for photos pretty cheap
- Good ideato store the hard drive away from the
computer . . .




Adding photos to your web pages

. If you wanted to add a photo to your Web page,
the code looks like this:

<img src="http://mysite.com/photo.gif">

. It should be familiar to you from TOR part 2.

Adding photos to your web pages

. If you want a frame around your photo, you have
to modify the tag like this:

<img src="http://address_of_graphic.gif"
border="2">

. ,border* could have different values. Try them to
figure out what is best for you.

Adding photos to your web pages

. If you want your photo to be on theright (I€ft,
center) side of the page, add “align” like this:

<img src="http://address_of graphic.gif"
aign="right">

. “dign” can have asavalue,right’, ,left‘, ,center,
,top*, ,bottom*

Adding photos to your web pages

. If you want to add alink to your photo so when
someone clicks on the photo it takes them to
another page, the code would look like this:

<ahref="http://address_of page.com">
<img src="http://mysite.com/photo.gif">
</a>

Adding photos to your web pages

. If you wanted to add alink to your photo and have
text with it that is also part of the link, the code
looks like:

<ahref="http://address_of page.com">
<img src="http://mysite.com/photo.gif* >
Text for link goes here.

</a>

Adding photos to your web pages

. If you want to add alink to your photo and you
want to add text, but you don't want the text to be
part of the link, the code looks like:

<ahref="http://address_of page.com">
<img src="http://mysite.com/photo.gif*>

</a>

Text for link goes here.
