· With your small group or in a larger group, examine the code in demo_2_12_v4_copy4.html and make sure you understand what each jQuery statement is doing.  
It will help to look at the comments in the code.

· Imagine that you are creating an order form for a pizzaria, which offers several standard styles ( and no specials).
Each style lists the ingrediants of the toppings as an unordered list.

Design a very simple form with 3 styles of pizza and with 2 toppings each:

Of course you need to display allergen information, but fortunately you have an arrays of potential allergens.   Suppose that one of those arrays is named milk[] and its entries are all the toppings which contain milk.  You would like to comment these topiings in the $(document.ready()) function.

Using the content filter described at https://api.jquery.com/contains-selector/  append to any topping which contains milk  phrase "Warning: Contains milk".

· In a previous assignment you used a list of all the states in the U.S. (& maybe the provinces in Canada.)  Using that as a select list with multiple choices allowed, ask your user to select states s/he/they have visited.
       Add a button which tells the user if they have been to New Enland (i.e. ME, VT, NH, MA, RI, or CT.)
