Exercises after Assignment 3
Because Chapter 7 is long and complex, we are going to attack it in pieces, and do some exercises on each piece.
The first piece correcsponds to pages 1 – 5 (up to but not including JSON.)
This time we are going to modify the splash page for the course, which is at http://web.simmons.edu/~menzin/CS321/ 
Obviously, you are going to need a copy of this page in the same folder as your jQuery script – and you are going to need to add that script in the head.
Using the DOM manipulation methods of Chapter 5 of About jQuery, as soon as the document is ready, add an empty list element to the end of the ul on this page, and give it the id of 'humor'.
Create a piece of html which is a ul with 3 list items – Cartoons, Songs, and Jokes.  Each li should have an appropriate id – e.g. <li id='jokes'>Jokes</li>.   Name this file humorList.html & (obviously) store it in the same folder as the splash page.
Using the load() method, replace the contents of the empty (id ='humor') li on the splash page with humorList.html
Now create an html snippet named humorContents.html.   This file will have 3 sections – with id's corresponding to our 3 types of humor.  (Please don't read these until outside our class time.)

NOTE:  I have actually created this html and posted it in the Exercises folder as humorContents.html
Obviously, you will need to get it into the right folder.
For the songs section please include links to  http://web.simmons.edu/~menzin/sigcse_song/20180224_093619.mp4  (describe as "I want an A Project")   and https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=1f7OwFqTnco ("Teaching in the Pandemic")and https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=W6OaYPVueW4 ("Tom Lehrer song : New Math")
For the cartoons section, please include links to https://www.cartoonstock.com/directory/i/information_technology.asp ("IT cartoons")  and https://xkcd.com/  ("XKCD cartoons") and https://xkcd.com/394/ ("XKCD on kilobytes") and https://dilbert.com/search_results?terms=It%20Department ("Dilbert")
For the jokes section, please include links to https://www.careersolvers.com/interviews/job-posting-translation-guide/ ("Job postings") and https://stackoverflow.com/questions/184618/what-is-the-best-comment-in-source-code-you-have-ever-encountered ("Funny code comments")
You are going to use  the ability to construct a URL which points to a specific section of an html file (as in ajaxDemo2load.html on p. 4 of Chatper 7) and loads that section's contents.
 Add an 'expand' button to each of the 3 humor sections in your $(document).ready() function.  Then add an onclick event handler to each of these expand buttons,  using the on() method.   (If you think carefully, you can select all the buttons at once and add the event handlers in one step.)  

The event handler should call a function (defined earlier) which 
              creates the URL for the section of humorContents.html that you want to load
              loads that specific section of humorContents.html
                           (It will have the relevant the links and descriptions.)
              and then (with an anonymous callback function) puts up an alert box – 
                          "Holding my side about these  xxxx"  where xxx is replaced by the id of the section.
We turn now to the middle part of Chapter 7 --- retreiving and using JSON.  This is on pages 5-10.
One of the links on the splash page is to the Web Centeric Resources page at http://web.simmons.edu/~menzin/WebCentricResources.html That's a pretty general link, so we would like to offer a few subcategories --- say for HTML, CSS and JavaScript.   
I suggest that you begin by adding an id attribute to that li – say id="wcr".
You are going to create a ul inside that wcr list item, and then, using data from a JSON object you are going to populate the ul.
Create a CSV file with headings Topic   and At  and enter the appropriate topics (HTML, CSS, JavaScript) and links ( http://web.simmons.edu/~menzin/WebCentricResources.html#XHTMLHTML  http://web.simmons.edu/~menzin/WebCentricResources.html#CSS_or_Cascading_Style_Sheets_ and http://web.simmons.edu/~menzin/WebCentricResources.html#JavaScript .)   
Using the resources described in the book (some of you are also familiar with these links from the Database course), create a JSON object from the CSV file, and store the JSON  in wcrLinks.JSON (in the same folder).   (If you are running out of time, it is okay to just create the JSON by hand.)
In your $(document).ready() function, retrieve this wcrLinks.JSON and then using $.each() you will iterate through it.   At each iteration you will use the JSON contents to create an li which states the topic and has the correct link (href attribute) , and then make it a new li inside the wcr ul.

Finally we turn to the last part of chapter 7, which is found on pages 10-13.  
Using the form you created on the Form Validation project please add two buttons to it.   The first one will take the data you filled in, serialize it, and then console.log what its type is and it looks like serialized.   The other button should use the FormData function to accomplish the same things.
When we come to node.js we will create server-side programs to respond to a GET and PUT of form data.
