Books -  There are two books which have been around long enough to be in multiple editions.  Both are a bit more advanced than this book, and both have more interest in styling and animation than this book.
Learning jQuery by Jonathon Chaffer and Karl Swedbog -Packt Publishing- Fourth Edition is 2013.  You may actually prefer one of the earlier editions, as each edition added more bells and whistes.   It is widely available and is slighly more elementary than the next book.
jQuery in Action by Bear Bibault, Jehuda Katz and Aurelio De Rosa – Manning Publishing – Third Edition is from 2015.  This book includes a deeper discussion of events, and also discusses QUint.
The jQuery Forum at https://forum.jquery.com/ is a good place to ask questions (as, of course, are the more general sites such as StackOverflow.com).  The Forum has subsites for UI, Plug-ins, etc.
