Practice Problem for Chapter 10 – Assignment 0

I have posted a file called practice3.html  and practice4.html
The only difference between them is that practice3.html asks you to write an anonymous function as your ready event handler and practice4.html lets you write that  function as a stand alone which is passed to ready().

I have also put a copy of jquery.js   (OK – v1.6.2 and you should use v2.2.1) in this folder for convenience.  You will find a more recent version in the code files for your jQuery book or on line (see note on that in this file.)

SO – I am showing you the code  for each version (obviously you should download the html file – not the Word one.) and, whichever version you choose:

Here is what you need to do:

1. In the style sheet you are to add styling for the urgent class (make it bold or larger font, as you please).
2. You are also to add styling for classes blueText, greenText and redText which do the obvious things.
3. myFunc (in practice4.html) or the anonymous function which fires when the document is ready(in practice3.html)  your function should do the following things, using jQuery selectors:

a. it should add the redText class to all the <a> ‘s

b. it should add the blueText class to the element with the id 
                       ‘silly’

c. it should add the greenTextclass to any <p> which is a 
                       descendent of a <div>

d.  it should add an event handler to the lively element which takes
                      all elements with the class ‘urgent’ and adds the class  redText

e. it should add an event handler to the blah element which removes
                     the redText class from any element with the ‘urgent’ class.

     I urge you first implement the 3 easy items (a, b, c) and then implement the event handlers (d, e).
