[bookmark: _GoBack]jQuery Notes – Some more tools for your toolbox

1. The handout which I gave you Friday (from the jQuery in Action book) has some very nice information - especially beginning on p.35ff 
    In particular, I think you will find the following to be particularly interesting: 
    a. What is a wrapper -p.9 
         The $( ) function is called a wrapper because it wraps the collected elements with
           additional functionality (e.g. .addClasss() etc.). 
          These are sometimes called "wrapper methods." 
          As you already know, an important feature of of these methods is that once they 
          do their thing they return a collection, ready for another method.  
          (For .addClass() they return the same collection; for something like .parent() they 
          return the obvious  collection.) 

    b. There are methods which allow you to manipulate the wrapped set.  
         You already know some of them. 
         Here are some others: 
                    .get( ) p39 allows you to turn the collection into an array or to retrieve a |
                             specific element of the collection. 
                    .index(element)  p. 40 returns element's index in to collection --- which you 
                               may then choose to .get() 
                    .not( ) p45 does the obvious 
                    .has() p48, which a few of you have already discovered - quite useful 
                    .each() p49 allows for looping thru a collection when you need to do 
                              more than chain methods. 
                              This (.each) is very important & useful --- you can find a nice example |                             at  http://api.jquery.com/each/  and you should look at this.                              More documentation is at http://docs.jquery.com/Core/each  and more

                     .end() p53 is another enormously useful method.  
                            You use it to back up one method on the collection of wrapped sets. 
                            It is pretty straightforward - documentation and examples are at 
                            http://api.jquery.com/end/ 
                       AT THE VERY LEAST you should check out .has(), .each(), and .end() 

2. jQuery and Ajax - this is Chapter 6 of your jQuery book. 

3. You may at some point encounter a reference to Modernizr (at modernizr.com) 
     Modernizr is a library which runs thru a series of tests on a user's browser to see which HTML5 and CSS3 functions are available. 
     You can use it on its own (for instance if you want to do some fancy stuff but haven't learned about jQuery) , or with jQuery (where my sense is 
     that it isn't so useful, as jQuery has all kinds of work-arounds for old browsers.) 
     You should recognize the name - and, at this point, that is all.
