a. Learning jQuery by Chaffer & Swedberg – our text.
We are using the 4th edition.  
The e-book is cheaper but I find it hard to use.
b. jQuery in Action by Bibeualt & Katza
Also excellent, but more advanced than the one above.
                   Both these books are available thru Safari books on the ACM
 jQuery Novice to Ninja  by Earle Castledine and Craig Sharkie – 2nd edition is in the Books 24x7 of the ACM
There are several other books (e.g. at Amazon) but nothing else that I have tried was  worth buying from the point of view of jQuery.
