If you use the wrong FTP client, it will add line feeds at the end of each line (which is bad --- both for html and perl scripts.)

You can try this:
sed -e 's/\r//' myFile.myExt > myNewFile.myExt

The thing is that sed processes the specified file and it just displays the 
output, so you have to redirect the output into a new file. Just rename 
myNewFile.myExt to myFile.myExt after executing sed.
